| was stunned. | wondered what their organizatias @oing with
letters from American death row prisoners. | ledrtiat they had
been corresponding with men and women on deatHoo®0
years, solely for the purpose of befriending th&md not only
did they write letters, they also included smallbamts of money
so that the condemned prisoners could buy stanap&r@nd
pencils. | learned that prisoners on death rowgaren nothing,
and unlike regular prisoners they are not alloveedidrk in order
to earn spending money.

| was shocked. For 30 years | lived 15 minutes f&an Quentin,
which houses the largest death row in America) taew
virtually nothing about the reality of the deatmpky.

| was very embarrassed that these hardworkingiftg)iwho in
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try looking at what benefits society as a whole.

The first two goals would be keeping our commusisafe and
imposing justice. Life without the possibility oamle, which is
permanent incarceration, solves both of these goals

What does the state killing of less than 1 peroéall murderers
do for us? It causes us to spend large sums of yrmmeapital
murder trials, which are different than non-capitairder trials,
endure decades of appeals, and with the high anadurongful
convictions that exist in any justice system, itsgpanocent
people at risk of being executed.

As to being a deterrent, studies have shown thaniot. If for no
other reason, the punishment comes too long dftecrime.

All murder victims' families want justice, not jusie 1 percent of
cases that qualify for the death penalty, and sb Bermanent
incarceration gives us that without putting anyahesk of a
wrongful execution.
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addition to their regular jobs, volunteered thousaof hours to
help the poor around the world, knew so much abautdeath
penalty, and yet | knew nothing.

In fact, these lItalians even raised large amouintsamey to help
with the appeals of those they believed to be ianbbased on
their own research.

| began to learn more shocking facts about ourtdpanalty
system. | learned 139 countries no longer pracigstal
punishment; that the United States stands withikke of China,
Iran, Iraq, Pakistan and Saudi Arabia as the wstp
executioners; and that 95 percent of the worldetions take
place in these countries.

The most appalling fact | learned was that more 20 innocent
people had been released from death row afterstdisecovered
that they had been wrongfully convicted. How had Happened
in my very own country? And why hadn't | heard mabeut it?
When | returned to the United States | began repe@rything |
could get my hands on about this issue. And theerhogad, the
more | realized that something was seriously wrakbgy were
we wasting so much money and so many resourcesleath
system that was so inherently flawed and posedlaleanger of
executing innocent people when other alternatisesh as life
without parole, exist?

It was from these hard-working Italians that | le=d the truth

think about. To my surprise, my letters were putdd | learned
that if large numbers of people sent in their kstteven more
letters would be published, more articles wouldvkten, and
eventually more information would be disseminatiedu capital
punishment and its effect on our society.

The Letters to the Editor section of the newspaparcheap
and easy way to reach large numbers of people. tiddaaf
thousands of people read the newspaper everydagredéh
someone might not pick up a book on the death peaoal
read a long article in a magazine, they mightjeat a short
letter to the editor as they come across it duttegy daily
routine. In fact, letters to the editor are the tvaislely read
section of the newspaper, making it an excellent twashare
information with the public.

By writing letters to the editor you also indicabea
newspaper how much interest there is in a subject.
Newspapers are inclined to run more stories orestbihat
receive attention from readers.

Newspapers print letters according to volume resskiv
Therefore, your letter often helps someone elstter get
published. The more letters a newspaper receivessubject,
or on one side of a debate, the more likely theytaprint
them.

Your letters give useful talking points to peoplearshare
your perspective on a subject.

Writing letters to the editor enables all of useve a voice
and help bring about the changes we want. Whati® mwee
can do it in a few short minutes from the comfdroor own
home.

Some newspapers will only print your letters euvry, three or

six months. Therefore, if you've just had a letiablished, don’t

worry if you’re not published again for a while.

If your letters are not being published, review ltle¢ters section

in the newspaper to identify any patterns or comaibes among

letters theyare printing.

Ask yourself these three questions:

1. Is my letter as brief as possible (less thanv26fls and,
better yet, less than 100)?

2. Is my point clear?
3. Is my letter timely and relevant to an artialstjprinted?

If you are not published right away, don't give Jpist keep
writing!!!
